   Obtain your Federal Student Aid ID (FSA ID) username and password. New users can create a FSA ID  		
      at studentaid.gov/create-account.

  Complete the 2023-24 FAFSA at www.fafsa.gov. The application will be available starting Oct. 1, 2022. 
       (Students should submit before June 1, 2023 to avoid delays, late fees and dropped classes.)

   Are you a new student or returning after a two-year absence? Submit your online application for 			 
      admission at www.bhc.edu/apply.

• •    After receiving your acceptance email, log in to myBlackHawk (www.bhc.edu/myblackhawk)  	          	
      to access your BHC email. This is how the Financial Aid Office will communicate  important 	      	
      information!

  Apply for BHC scholarships beginning March 15 at www.bhc.edu/scholarships.

  Actively monitor your myBlackHawk email for status updates. The first 2023-24   		
      financial aid email notifications will be sent in April 2023.

• •     Did your financial aid email ask you to complete additional requirements? Complete them 		
      before  July 1 to avoid delays and dropped classes for the fall semester.

•     •     Did your financial aid email confirm your eligibility? Don’t forget to review the information 
      and resources included in the email notification – it’s important, too!

  To confirm your financial aid is ready by the payment deadline, review your Charges   	
      & Financial Aid for Term on myBlackHawk under the Student tab. Allow 24 hours after 		
      registration for updates.
